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2WALKING AMONG THE STONES OF FIRE

Ezekiel 28:13-14 
“You were in Eden, the garden of God. Your clothing was adorned with every 

precious stone — red carnelian, pale-green peridot, white moonstone, blue-

green beryl, onyx, green jasper, blue lapis lazuli, turquoise, and emerald— 

all beautifully crafted for you and set in the finest gold. They were given to you 

on the day you were created. 14 I ordained and anointed you as the mighty 

angelic guardian. You had access to the holy mountain of God and

walked among the stones of fire.”
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Text: 2 Corinthians 2:14-15

“14 Thanks be to God, who always leads us as captives in Christ’s triumphal 
procession and uses us to spread the aroma of the knowledge of Him 
everywhere. 15 For we are to God the pleasing aroma of Christ among those 
who are being saved and those who are perishing.”

Brethren, Fear not! In walking among the stones, we are not alone. We are in 
‘Christ’s triumphal procession’. Jesus is there.

We are created to triumph. 

There is an aroma of the knowledge of Christ in us.

Let’s focus on spreading that aroma, everywhere, through our endavours as 
guided by the Holy Spirit.

Everything happens according to our faith (Jesus constantly says: “let it be done 
to you according to your faith.”)
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Anywhere there is the holy fire, the power of God is there and shows up. But the 
life in the fire does not get consumed.

Look at the case of Moses and the Burning Bush (Exodus 3)

1…Moses led the flock to the far side of the wilderness (he deliberately separated 
himself from other herdsmen) and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 There the 
angel of the LORD appeared to him in flames of fire from within a bush.  Moses saw 
that though the bush was on fire it did not burn up. 3 So Moses thought, “I will go 
over and see this strange sight—why the bush does not burn up.”
 Unknown to Moses, the moment he was granted access into the mountain of God, 
he stepped into Christ’s triumphal procession, walked among the stones of fire. And 
automatically acquired the aroma of Christ and God will, thus, use him to spread the 
aroma of the knowledge of Him everywhere.
4 …God called to him from within the bush, “Moses! Moses!” And Moses said, “Here I 
am.”….10 I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.”
Moses was sent to Egypt to spread the aroma.
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Conclusion:
Brethren, we are in Christ’s triumphal procession and God will use us to spread the 
aroma of the knowledge of Him. He will use us to achieve great exploits provided 
we stay spiritual and stand in faith.

People who have gone before us knew this and they triumphed

Example is Paul. Paul, in faith and spirituality, said: 

- “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in 
Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly realms.” ( Eph 1:3)
Paul knew that once he stays spiritual, He will achieve exploits for God in the 
path God designated for him. And he achieved a lot along his path.

- “God had given me the responsibility of preaching the gospel to the Gentiles, just 
as he had given Peter the responsibility of preaching to the Jews. 8For the One who 
was at work in Peter’s apostleship to the circumcised was also at work in my 
apostleship to the Gentiles. (Gal 2:7)
