ALLOW THE LOVE OF GOD TO PREVAIL …
TEXT
- We are intentionally created! Created on the foundation of God’s love.

GENESIS 1: 26 Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness, so that 
they may rule over … all the creatures that move along the ground.”
So God created mankind in His own image, He created male and female.
- God empowered us:
28 And God blessed them, and said unto them, “Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the 
earth, and subdue it: and have dominion.”

Brethren, And as far as God is concerned, He is still the same God Yesterday, Today and 
Forever. We just need to allow the Love of God to prevail; so that His plans will manifest in 
our life.



Fear came into man (and into the world) when sin came into man.

Romans 33: “23for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”

But out of God’s foundational love, He sent His only son to redeem man and 

restore us to place of favour and His love.

John 3:16 “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that 

whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.”

NOW, THE STAGE IS SET: Man now has two option – either 

- “allow the love of God to prevail” 

OR 

- “not allow the love of God to prevail”

The choice is ours….



Reason Deuteronomy 30:15 said:

“15 See, I set before you today life and prosperity, death and destruction.”

It is an option!

John 3:15that everyone who believes in Him may have eternal life.

John 3:17For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to 

save the world through Him.

This leads us to some Lessons on the Trajectory:

John 3:36 “Whoever rejects the Son will not see life. Instead, the wrath of God 

remains on him/her.”

Lesson #1: To allow God’s love to prevail, accept the Lord Jesus Christ with 

your body, soul and spirit (be born again).



Deuteronomy 30: “16 For I command you today to love the LORD your God, to 

walk in obedience to Him, and to keep His commands, decrees and laws; then 

you will live and increase, and the LORD your God will bless you in the land you 

are entering to possess.

Lesson #2: To allow God’s love to prevail, we must be righteous and understand 

that it is a command (not an option) that we love God, walk in obedience to Him, 

and keep His decrees and laws.

1 Peter 5:8 urges us to “Be sober, Discipline yourselves, be vigilant; because your 

adversary the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.”

John 10:10 says “The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy.”

Devil knows that God loves us, gives us purpose, grants our desires (desires of 

the righteous shall be granted), gives us vision (vision is for an appointed time, as



far as you can see, I will give unto you), gives us gift (Prov. 18:16A man’s gift opens 

doors for him, and brings him before great men), enables us to bear abundant fruit, 

etc.

Brethren, the devil makes effort to steal them, kill and destroy the person so that 

the person never gets them back.

But Ephesians 4:27 says: “do not give the devil a foothold.”

James 4:7 “Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.”

Lesson #3: To allow God’s love to prevail, we must be vigilant, resist the devil and 

not give him a chance.

James 4:8 “Draw near to God, and He will draw near to you. …., and purify your 

hearts, you double-minded”

James 1: 6-8 “6 the one who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by 

the wind. 7 That person should not expect to receive anything from the Lord. 8 Such 

a person is double-minded and unstable in all they do.”

Lesson #4: To allow God’s love to prevail, we must draw near to God, not be 

doubtful or double-minded.

In Philippians 3:10, Paul said “10 I want to know Christ—yes, to know the power of 

his resurrection and participation in His sufferings, becoming like Him in his 

death, 11 and so, somehow, attaining to the resurrection from the dead.”

In 1 Chronicles 21:23- “23Ornan said to David, “My lord the king may take 

whatever seems good. Look, I will give the oxen for the burnt offerings, the



threshing sledges for the wood, and the wheat for the grain offering—I will give it 

all” (EVERYTHING FREE). 24“No,” King David replied, “ I insist on paying the 

full price, for I will not take for the LORD what belongs to you, nor will I offer burnt 

offerings that cost me nothing.” 25So David paid Ornan six hundred shekels of gold 

for the site.

Lesson #5: To allow God’s love to prevail, “It is more blessed to give than to 

receive (Acts 20:35).” And don’t give God anything that costs you nothing – even 

prayers need to cost you your sleep at midnight, some fasting, some stretch, etc.

Matthew 6:16 ““And when you fast, don’t make it obvious, as the hypocrites do, for 

they try to look miserable and disheveled so people will admire them for their 

fasting. I tell you the truth, that is the only reward they will ever get.

The song writer says “I'll cherish the old rugged cross, Till my trophies at last I lay 

down I will cling to the old rugged cross, And exchange it some day for a crown.



Lesson #6: To allow God’s love to prevail, we must embrace the emblem of 

suffering & discomforts that Jesus suffered and pay the price happily. Our faith must 

be costing us something and we must bear that cost happily. Suffering that wins 

soul is wise (Prov. 11:30).

In conclusion, God is asking us to ALLOW THE LOVE OF GOD TO PREVAIL.

There is a clear trajectory for achieving this:
Lesson #1: accept the Lord Jesus Christ with body, soul and spirit (be born again).

Lesson #2: be righteous and understand that it is a command (not an option) to love God, 

walk in obedience to Him, and keep His decrees and laws.

Lesson #3: be vigilant, resist the devil and don’t give him a chance.

Lesson #4: draw near to God, don’t be doubtful or double-minded.

Lesson #5: “It is more blessed to give than to receive”. And don’t give God anything that 

costs you nothing!

Lesson #6: embrace the emblem of suffering & discomforts. Suffering that wins soul is 

wise (Prov. 11:30). GOD BLESS YOU!
