Part 13: What Sound Do You Hear?
Text: 1 Kings 18:41
“Then Elijah said to Ahab, “Go get something to eat and drink, for I 
hear a mighty rainstorm coming!”… 42 So Ahab went to eat and 
drink. But Elijah climbed to the top of Mount Carmel and bowed 
low to the ground and prayed with his face between his knees.



Brethren, when Elijah said this he had not seen the rain, He had heard the sound through 

His Spirit. If the sound was audible, Ahab would have heard it too. It means:

1. the Spirit in Eljah was alive and active, to trigger the sound

2. Elijah was attentive to the voice of the Spirit, to hear the sound

3. Elijah acted on what he heard. Romans 1:17 (KJV) “The just shall live by faith.”

One key God’s principle we learn from Elijah is that beyond making us see it, 

God can choose to make us hear it. Once this happens, then, pray it into reality.
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God acts through hearing:
In 2 Kings 7: 3  there were four men with leprosy (due to famine, they 
went to the camp of the enemy to find food), 5 At dusk they got up and 
went to the camp of the Arameans. When they reached the edge of the 
camp, no one was there, (….. 6 the Lord had caused the Arameans to hear 
the sound of chariots and horses and a great army,



Brethren, what we hear or see is driven by the power of God in the spirit realm. And it is 
God’s principle to make us see it or hear it before it comes into reality. This is because God 
calls into being things that are not (Romans 4:17)

Example:
1. Genesis 13:14-15, ““Now lift up your eyes from the place where you are, and look to the 
north and south and east and west, 15for all the land that you see, I will give to you and your 
offspring forever.”
2. God told Abraham: “I will make of you a great nation.” — Genesis 12:2
3. In calming the storm, Jesus said “Peace! Be still!” — Mark 4:39 He saw peace first.
4. “And God said, ‘Let there be light,’ and there was light.” — Genesis 1:3
In creating the world, God was speaking what He had already seen. That is why His 
validation was to look and see if what He had seen was what came to be:
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“And God saw that it was good. 26Then God said, “Let Us make man in 
Our image,” Gen 1:25-26.
